1 REVIEW THE SERMON

Read Deuteronomy 12:1-4. Why did God call His people to tear down and destroy altars? Why did it matter that

they not worship in that way?

What can we learn from the confirmation of God's promise to Solomon in verse 12? What is the lesson for us as we
see Solomon's arrangement with a non-believing king of a foreign nation here?

If we think of the vast scope of time, talents, and treasures that were used in the building of the House of the Lord,

does our simplicity in church/worship act as a cover for cheapness? Why or why not?

2 ASSESS YOUR LIFE

As you reflect on the incredible investments the Israelites made because they believed God is worth it, what is God

worth to you today? Ask yourself, 'have | given God my very best?
